Your help is
needed to control the spread of bunchy top in
Hawaii. Here are the disease symptoms and
what you can do about it.
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Diseased plants are stunted, leaves are Older diseased trees usually do not produce
narrow, stiff, upright, bunched, yellow fruit or may produce small, deformed fruit

removed as follows:
